About 30 cars showed up for the shootout. About 60% were trailered in and were equipped with DOT tires. All 
of the cars present were no more than 2 years old (except my vintage jalopy). 
 
So after the guys set up the track everyone got to run it by themselves. That was fun! The Pantera ran great! My 
best trap speed at the end of the last straightaway was 146MPH!! 
I had the thing smashed in 4th gear just about redline, the shift light screaming at me. If I had more room I 
could've gotten into fifth but then, I would've ended up in the helicopters.  
 
The fun part was watching guys during qualifying. One guy just dodged the entire chicane and several guys 
really had dramatic spins. One guy bounced over the runway lights for example.   
 
After everyone came in after the qualifying session the producer came up to some of the drivers to have a private 
conversation with them. I watched as he walked along the line of cars and noticed that some of the drivers were 
getting back in their vehicles and driving off the base. I asked John when he got up to me "Am I cut too?” "No, 
we're just weeding out the weenies", he replied 
 
So I made the finals, with my carbureted, low tech vehicle.  
 
After dinner the final 14 or so cars were ready to go. 
Who went up against whom was determined by throwing our car numbers in a helmet and then being drawn by 
random, (yeah right).
